A map of the dressage arena

Below you'll find a diagram of the various parts of a dressage arena. The small arena diagonal lines pretty much coincide with the large arena lines -- it's just that, due to its shorter dimensions, the small arena diagonal lines have sharper angles. 
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· The centerline runs straight down the middle of the arena lengthwise from A to C. The letters situated on the centerline in the small arena, beginning at the entrance to the arena, are A, D, X, G and C. 
The quarter lines run straight down the arena lengthwise, halfway between the rail and the centerline on either side. There are no letters indicating the position of the quarter lines. 

· The midline runs straight from E, through X, to B. 

· The diagonals can be ridden in four different ways -- only two are shown here. 

· The long diagonals are ridden from corner letter to corner letter. When naming the movement, it includes the mention of X, the letter situated in the center of the arena. Therefore, the long diagonals are FXH, HXF, MXK and KXM. 

· The short diagonals are KB, BK, HB, and BH
